Certificate of Compliance





	A Certificate of Compliance is issued to the registered owners of property when the relevant District Lands Officer on behalf of the Director of Buildings & Lands is satisfied that all the positive obligations imposed by the general and special conditions governing the lot have been complied with.





2.	This Certificate of Compliance is often necessary before a lot may be alienated and property owners are therefore anxious to receive this as soon as possible after an Occupation Permit has been issued.  However, developers and their agents should be aware that there are many other conditions which must be complied with before a Certificate of Compliance can be issued.  Often, developers assume that once an occupation permit is issued by the Buildings Ordinance Office, a Certificate of Compliance will automatically follow, but this is not the case.





3.	It would therefore help speed up the issue of a Certificate of Compliance if when nearing the completion of a development, property owners or their agents examine the lease and ensure that all relevant positive obligations have been met.  Particular lease conditions which are often overlooked are :

Formation of green formation areas adjoining the lot has been carried out to the satisfaction of the relevant Departments.

Landscaping work required has been completed.

Any necessary public works have been completed and handed over to the relevant departments.

Special approval of any plans, such as design disposition and height, master layout and landscaping plans, has been obtained from the relevant authority and registered in the Land Office.�

4.	The Department is conscious of the need for the early issue of Certificates of Compliance but this cannot be done until all obligations have been met and your help in ensuring this has been done will speed up the issue of these certificates.
